On the second day of the conference, the focus will shift to the planning and implementation of solar buildings: from simulation and modeling through to the solar retrofitting of façades. Exemplified by specific projects, solutions will be presented for issues such as static and thermal problems arising from the transformation of conventional façades into solar façades.
Among experts in the construction industry, the ENERGY FORUM has become well-known as a driver for inspiration and has developed into an important meeting point. The quality of the event is assured by the Economic Forum Munich and an international conference committee consisting of scientists from Europe, the U.S. and Japan.
All presentations will be held in either English or Italian with simultaneous translation into both languages.
